Beaches

Iwaya Sea Baths (Kitakyushu City, Wakamatstku, Arige)

Along the coast on the most western tip of Kitakyushu city, there is a long

white sand beach that stretches to the mouth of Ongagawa (Onga River).

Windsurfing and surfing are also popular in this area.
